History Outcomes: Understanding meanings behind national and state symbols and emblems – historically, socially, geographically.
[All tasks to take place in rotation across groups, 1 activity daily]

	Whole class inquiry (hold onto this one for follow-up next week...? where students must add: a celebration or capital city or food to the list of animals...)
· Thinkers Keys: Alphabet Australia – find all things Australian to match each letter of the alphabet.  Then draw pictures to match as many of your words.
This activity really needed support resources – box full of books; using Possum Magic booklets and books; i-pad “Barefoot Atlas” and “Victorian Museum” apps are good too.

	Inquiry Groups #2

Introducing symbols, icons, emblems.

Homework to find examples of these that they are familiar with:

Footy clubs; sports; foods; toys and games; sport equipment; cars, clothing brands... as they will be compiling a set of illustrated symbols.

· Treasure Map:
Students complete their design of treasure map following criteria.

Must also use colour.

(next stage will be to give directions using grid references to describe a pathway to the treasure).
	Inquiry Groups #1

· Teacher-led: 

States’ flags, flora,fauna
Using laminated resource sheet, students to colour-code the retrieval chart to show which flags, flora, fauna, birds are symbols for each state.

Eg. W.A. to all be coloured in yellow – find the flag, flower, animal and bird which are our state’s chosen symbols.  Use the resource sheet to find out the information.

Then choose another colour for NSW....
	Inquiry Groups #3
· Personal/Familiar Symbols or Emblems:
Students to draw school emblem/logo (from shirts or school signage); Billabong (on D/kids); and other emblems/logos from their homework research.  Teacher to discuss before starting and allow some computer help visible....

(may use magazines...art room/Janice...)

MUST DO: 1 picture in each box; use of colour; labels – to show what emblem is from?

Koalas: 6 pictures; rest 8 pictures – from at least 4 different sources.
	Inquiry Groups #4

· W.A. SYMBOLS:
Read through the laminated resource sheet and look at the illustrations.

Cut out the relevant pictures and stick into the boxes on your sheet.  Discuss and write short notes on interesting facts you may have discovered about why these symbols have been chosen to represent our state.
